POPULATION & HOUSEHOLDS Key Findings

Strong population growth

Accordingto building permit data provided by the City of Ann Arbor, an estimated 1,660 new housing units have been built in
Downtown Ann Arbor since 2010, adding approximately 3,600 new residents. Fom 2010 to 2018, Downtown Ann Arbor grew by
11.1 percent per year,comparedto approximatelyone percent within both the City of Ann Arborand the MSA,over the same period.
DowntownAnn Arboralso grewat a rate much faster than other downtownslocated in mid-size cities with a major universityor college
presencelike Berkeley,Boulder,and ChapelHill 8 where the downtownpopulation grewbetweenapproximatelyone to four percent per
year,overthe same eight-yearperiod.

Growth in non-family households and age cohorts continue to influence housing demand

Consistentwith national and regional trends, non-family households(a group of unrelated personsor a single person living alone) in
DowntownAnn Arbor are projected to continue growingat a faster rate than family households (includes married couples and other
families, with or without children). With a median age of just over 24 years, the population living currently in DowntownAnn Arboris
relatively young Nevertheless,the age groups forecastedto undergothe greatest growth in the region over the coming yearsinclude
mostly retirees (75+), older empty nesters (65 to 74) and, to a less extent, early-stage families (35 to 44) - age cohorts that will
influence shortterm housingdemand, particularly for smaller units.

Projected strong household income growth

In 2018, 67 percent of Downtown households earned less than $35,000 per year, a share more than twice than that observediwith
the City of Ann Arbor and the MSA (33 and 28 percent, respectively), but less than that observed widlonvntown in 2016 (73

percent). Although the relatively low median household income in Downtown Ann Arbor (and Downtowns Berkeley and Chagsl Hill)
likely due to the large student population with incomes supplemented by parents or student loans, over the next five yelaesnedian
household income is expected to increase at a rate faster in Downtown Ann Arbor (4.5 percent per year) than that withintbetBity

and MSA (3.0 and 3.4 percent, respectivelylProjected median household income growth in Downtown is likely due to the developmen
of marketrate housing targeted to highemcome markets (e.g., earkgtage families and empty nesters).

Increasing rents and condo sale prices

Accordingto rent data providedby Zillowand Pad Mapper, and condo sale price data provided by the Bouma Group,over the past four
years,averageasking apartment rents in DowntownAnn Arborhave increasedby 29 percent (from $1,540 to $1,985), while average
asking condo sale prices have increasedby five percent (from $335 to $353 per square foot), overthe same period. While much of the
developmentin DowntownAnn Arboris partially driven by the demand for high-end luxury condos, much of the available apartment
and condo inventory in DowntownAnn Arbor is likely unaffordable to lowerincome households For example, an affordable rent for
householdsearning less than $40,000 per yearwould be less than $1,000 per month, assumingrent is less than 30 percent of the
h o us e hmohthly .hhaome.

$1,930 for a one-bedroom

Accordingto data provided by Esri, approximately84 percent of occupied units within Downtown Ann Arbor are renter-occupied --
higher than Downtown Boulder (57 percent) but lower than Downtown Berkeley (96 percent). Accordingto rental data provided by
Zillow, the average asking rent for a one-bedroom apartment in Downtown Ann Arbor is approximately$1,930. A oneperson, low-
income household earning between 50 percent and 80 percent of Ann ArborM S A 8044 AreaMedian Income (AMI)would need to
spend no more than $814 and $1,259 per month in order to not be considered cost-burned by HUDJ a rent lower than the average
rent for a one-bedroomapartment in DowntownAnn Arbor Lowerincome householdsnot receivingsubsidies (e.g., parental income or
section eight vouchers)are likely priced out of the current Downtownhousing market.

Demand for between 2,830 and 3,060 new apartment units by 2023

Due to projected household growth and pent-up demand from commuting workers desiring housingin DowntownAnn Arbor, by 2023,
there will be estimated demand for between2,830 and 3,060 new housingunits in DowntownAnn Arbor Basedon input from Esritop
TapestrySegmentswith propensity for multi-family housing, approximately65 percent of new nearterm multi-family housing demand
will likely be for rental units and 70 percent of this demand will be from householdsearning more than $75,000 per year. While socio-
economicfactors like householdincome and housing preferencestypically drive housing demand, additional factors like building and
land costs, and zoningrequirementsalso influence the type and price of housingthat developersconstruct.

$32 to $36 per square foot

Accordingto July2018 data provided by LoopNet,there is approximately47,790 square feet of vacant retail space in DowntownAnn
Arbor, with averageasking rents for vacant retail space approximately$36 per square foot per year. Averagerents varied by district,
from $32 per square foot within the State Street District to $45 per square foot in the South UniversityStreet District. Averageasking
rents for retail space within other comparable downtown areas were lower within Downtown Chapel Hill ($30 per square foot) and
higherwithin DowntownBerkeley($39 per square foot).

Increasing retail demand from new Downtown households

In 2018, the average DowntownAnn Arbor household spends $679 per month on selected retail trade goods and services,less than
half of the average monthly household spending within the MSA($1,400 per month) but $97 more per month than what Downtown
householdsspentin 2016 . Givenlowerthan-averageretail spendingfrom existing DowntownAnn Arborresidents, existingretail stores
and restaurants in DowntownAnn Arbor are likely capturing retail sales from the larger City or MSAhouseholds As a greater supply
and variety of housing is developedin Downtown Ann Arbor, and more middle- and upperincome households move into the area,
averageDowntownhouseholdspendingon retail goodsand restaurants will likely increase, supportingadditional retail establishments
- especiallylimited- and full-servicerestaurants.

Potential to capture retail demand from larger trade areas

Accordingto 2018 data provided by Esri, DowntownAnnA r b oetad teade and food and beverageestablishmentsdrew nearly $241
million in sales from shoppersresiding outside the immediate Downtowntrade area d a trend also experiencedin other comparable
downtowns(a retail sales surplus of $78 million in DowntownChapelHill to $235 million in DowntownBoulder) Althoughthe existing
supply of retail storesin DowntownAnn Arbormeets local retail demand from current Downtownresidents, there is a leakage of retail
demand not met within the larger City and MSA that could potentially be captured by existing or new Downtown businesses
Furthermore,strong household,employee,and retail sales growth projected to continue within Downtownthrough 2023, will have the
potential to support new retail stores.

EMPLOYMENT & OFFICE Key Findings

Growth in Downtown employment

Accordingto new job and business data provided by the Ann Arbor DDA, between 2012 and 2018, approximately 3,325 new jobs
were added to DowntownAnn Arbor, with total employmentgrowingby approximately2.1 percent per year, over the eightyear period.
Based on job estimates from the Ann Arbor DDA and the University of Michigan for the Ann Arbor campus, there are currently
approximately29,525 jobs within DowntownAnn Arbor

$31 per square foot per year

Accordingto LoopNet,the average asking office rent in DowntownAnn Arboris $31 per square foot per year, with average asking
rents lower within the Main Street District ($28 per square foot per year) and higher within the State Street District ($45 per square
foot per yearwithin one ClassA office property). Averageasking office rents within DowntownAnn Arbor,are higher than those within
DowntownChapelHill ($27 per square foot per year) but lower than those within DowntownBerkeley($39 per square foot per yean).

Recent increases in office vacancy provide more breathing room in Downtown

Accordingto yearend 2017 data provided by Ann Arborreal estate firm SwisherCommercial,there is approximately1,662,870 gross
square feet of leasable office space within DowntownAnn Arbord with just 60,480 square feet of this office space currently vacant
From 2016 to 2017, DowntownAnn A r b offic® sacancyrate increased from 2.1 to 3.6 percent, although remaining a relatively
tight office market. Accordingto Swisher Commercial,this increase in available vacant office space may provide a bit of breathing
room for DowntownAnn Arborcompaniesexpectingto hire more employeesin 2018.

196,000 to 240,000 square feet of office space

Based on 2018 employmentestimates for Downtown Ann Arbor and 2014 to 2024 employment projections provided by Michigan
Department of TechnologyManagementand Budget, there will be demand for between 196,000 to 240,000 square feet of office
space by 2023 . While some of this office space demand may be met by the 60,480 square feet of office space currently vacant, new
office space may need to be developedin DowntownAnnArborto accommodatenearterm office demand.

Accordingto secondquarter 2018 data provided by RSMeans per square foot construction costs in the City of Ann Arbor range
widely by developmenttype. For example, a three-story, 95,000-squarefoot department store building (brick/steel framing) costs
$148 per square foot to build ($14.1 million in building costs), while a 15-story, 145,000-squarefoot high-rise apartment building
(brick/steel framing) costs $220 per square foot to build ($31.8 million in building costs).

Accordingto 2018 CityCostIindexesdata providedby RSMeans AnnA r b dotaléicenstruction costindex (98.9) is comparableto the
national averageand not an obviousbarrier to building in DowntownAnnArbot In comparison,B e r k ecityegstinslexis nearly23
points higherthan the national average,and ChapelH i Icity dostindext is nearly 16 points lower.
